Mostly volunteer for one 
organization

Younger people are involved in 
sport/recreation but as they age 
become more involved in 
Community/welfare activities
Short term volunteering (1-5 years) is 
in sport/recreation organisations    
but long term (more than ten years)     
is in the Community/Welfare sector
A typical volunteers does more 

hours of voluntary work for 
Community/Welfare organisations 
per year.

Most volunteers preferred
fundraising /sales type of 
voluntary activities
However many  volunteers 
also liked management 
committee work
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
